Re: Grade Promotion Policy
Dear Parents, 

Harmony Science Academy is a school that focuses on the achievement of self-discipline and success in all areas of academics, for the purposes of not only passing state-required exams such as TAKS, but also to prepare them for college courses and a bright future in life.

The 3rd thru 8th grade promotion from one grade to another in Harmony shall be based on the following criteria:
1. A student who has not maintained a grade average for a school year equivalent to at least 60 on a scale of 100 may not be advanced from one grade level to the next.
2. A student must maintain a yearly average of 60 in English.

3. A student must maintain a yearly average of 60 in Mathematics.

4. A student must maintain a yearly average of 60 in Social Studies

5. A student must maintain a yearly average of 60 in Science.

6. A student must meet the minimum requirements in all TAKS tests.

If a student does not meet one of the above criteria during a year, he/she needs to sit for a test in the area failed. Harmony uses a board-approved state accredited test for grade acceleration. 
Students who fail the regular year get review sheets for the test at the end of the year and sit for the test at a designated time during the summer. The test is scored by the state accredited institution. The student must have a score of 70 or above to be promoted to the next grade level.
